5th Alumni Meet and 5th Convocation 

General Instructions for Participants 

1. The 5th Alumni meet (2026) will be held on 18 April 2026, and the 5th Convocation is 

scheduled for 19 April 2026. 

2. The convocation will be held at the Akal University Campus, Talwandi Sabo. 

3. Candidates who have passed their final degree examinations during May 2025 to March 

2026 are eligible to receive the degree at this convocation. 

4. All candidates receiving their degrees in person are requested to report at the convocation 

venue on 18 April, 2026 by 9:00 A.M. 

Registration: 

1. Participants are required to register online through the link available on the University 

website by April 15, 2026. 
• The registration fee is f1200/- (non refundable) for both Convocation and Alumni 

meet ( combined), payable at the registration counter. 

• The registration fee for Alumni meet only is f600/- (non refundable). 

2. Physical registration of the degree recipients will conducted on 18 April, 2026 from 9:30 

AM up to 2:00 PM at the registration counter. 

3. No registration will be permitted after 2:00 PM on April 18, 2026 and no requests for late 

registrations will be entertained. 

4. One guest is allowed to accompany the degree recipient for the convocation. Details of 

guest must be filled correctly in the registration form. Additional guests may be permitted 

on payment of tS00/- per person at the time of registration. 

5. Hostel accommodation may be provided upon written request, subject to avai labi I ity. at a 

nominal charge of t200/-

Mandatory Rehearsal: 

1. The convocation rehearsal will be conducted on 18 April 2026 from 2:30 PM on\vards. 

• Attendance is mandatory for all degree recipients 

• Candidates who do not attend the rehearsal will not be permitted to participate 
in the convocation ceremony. 

2. Attendance in rehearsal by all Deans, HoDs, CoE and faculty 1nembers is mandatory. 



Dress Code for Convocation: 

1. Academic costumes will be issued at the designated counter on 18 April 2026 from 4:00 

PM onwards upon payment of ~500/-, of which ~200/- will be refunded upon return of 

the costume after the ceremony. 

2. Prescribed dress for participants 

• Girls (UG/PG): Sea green salwar kameez with white dupatta 

• Girls (Pb.D): Decent plain salwar kameez with white dupatta 

• Boys (UG/PG/Ph.D): White kurta pajama with blue turban (for Sikh students) 

3. All participants 1nust carry of their Aadhar card or any valid government ID proof. 

Please Note: 

Only those degree recipients who have registered and have attended the mandatory 

rehearsal on 18 April 2026 and are in full academic costume wiJI only be allowed to sit in 

the convocation hall. Candidates not adhering to the prescribed academic dress code will 

not be allowed to receive their degrees in person. 
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
